GLORY

Exodus 24:13-18

13 Then Moses set out with Joshua his aide, and Moses went
up on the mountain of God. '# He said to the elders, “Wait
here for us until we come back to you. Aaron and Hur are
with you, and anyone involved in a dispute can go to them.”

1> When Moses went up on the mountain, the cloud covered
it, ¢ and the glory of the LORD settled on Mount Sinai. For
six days the cloud covered the mountain, and on the seventh
day the LORD called to Moses from within the cloud. ’ To
the Israelites the glory of the LORD looked like a consuming
fire on top of the mountain. ' Then Moses entered the cloud
as he went on up the mountain. And he stayed on the
mountain forty days and forty nights.
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Exodus 40:34-38

34 Then the cloud covered the tent of meeting, and the glory
of the LORD filled the tabernacle. 3> Moses could not enter
the tent of meeting because the cloud had settled on it, and
the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle. 3° In all the
travels of the Israelites, whenever the cloud lifted from
above the tabernacle, they would set out; 37 but if the cloud
did not lift, they did not set out—until the day it lifted. 3% So
the cloud of the LORD was over the tabernacle by day, and
fire was in the cloud by night, in the sight of all the Israelites
during all their travels.

1 Kings 8:10-11

10 \When the priests withdrew from the Holy Place, the cloud
filled the temple of the LORD. ! And the priests could not
perform their service because of the cloud, for the glory of

the LORD filled his temple.

Psalms 19:1-6

“1The heavens declare the glory of God;

the skies proclaim the work of his hands.

2 Day after day they pour forth speech;

night after night they reveal knowledge.

3 They have no speech, they use no words;

no sound is heard from them.

4 Yet their voice goes out into all the earth,

their words to the ends of the world.

In the heavens God has pitched a tent for the sun.
> |t is like a bridegroom coming out of his chamber,
like a champion rejoicing to run his course.

® It rises at one end of the heavens

and makes its circuit to the other;

Numbers 14:17-24

17 “Now may the Lord’s strength be displayed, just as you have declared: 2 ‘The
LORD is slow to anger, abounding in love and forgiving sin and rebellion. Yet he
does not leave the guilty unpunished; he punishes the children for the sin of
the parents to the third and fourth generation.” *° In accordance with your
great love, forgive the sin of these people, just as you have pardoned them
from the time they left Egypt until now.”

20 The LORD replied, “I have forgiven them, as you asked. 2! Nevertheless, as
surely as | live and as surely as the glory of the LORD fills the whole earth, 22
not one of those who saw my glory and the signs | performed in Egypt and in
the wilderness but who disobeyed me and tested me ten times— 23 not one of
them will ever see the land | promised on oath to their ancestors. No one who
has treated me with contempt will ever see it. 2 But because my servant Caleb
has a different spirit and follows me wholeheartedly, | will bring him into the
land he went to, and his descendants will inherit it.”




GLORY

Romans 1:20-23

For since the creation of the world God’s invisible qualities—
his eternal power and divine nature—have been clearly
seen, being understood from what has been made, so that
people are without excuse. %! For although they knew God,
they neither glorified him as God nor gave thanks to him, but
their thinking became futile and their foolish hearts were
darkened. 2% Although they claimed to be wise, they became
fools %3 and exchanged the glory of the immortal God for
images made to look like a mortal human being and birds
and animals and reptiles.
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Heb 1:3

3 The Son is the radiance of God’s glory and the exact
representation of his being, sustaining all things by his
powerful word. After he had provided purification for
sins, he sat down at the right hand of the Majesty in
heaven.

John 1:14

14 The Word became flesh and made his dwelling among
us. We have seen his glory, the glory of the one and only
Son, who came from the Father, full of grace and truth.
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1 Cor. 2:8

8 None of the rulers of this age understood it, for if they had,
they would not have crucified the Lord of glory.

4 The god of this age has blinded the minds of unbelievers,
so that they cannot see the light of the gospel that displays
the glory of Christ, who is the image of God. ° For what we
preach is not ourselves, but Jesus Christ as Lord, and
ourselves as your servants for Jesus’ sake. ® For God, who
said, “Let light shine out of darkness,” made his light shine in
our hearts to give us the light of the knowledge of God'’s
glory displayed in the face of Christ.

3?2 Do not cause anyone to
stumble, whether Jews, Greeks or the church of God—
33 even as | try to please everyone in every way. For | am
not seeking my own good but the good of many, so that
they may be saved.
