1 Sovereign God Who Acts 

 - created all things  - Genesis 1:1-31 

 - has authority over all  

  - Gen 1:28-30, 2:16-17, 3:14-24 

  - Nehemiah 9:6 “You are the LORD, you 
alone. You have made heaven, the heaven of 
heavens, with all their host, the earth and all 
that is on it, the seas and all that is in them; 
and you preserve all of them; and the host of 
heaven worships you.” 



 - separated from Him because of sin and it’s 
curse – Romans 3:23, Romans 5:12 

 - took action out of love for us – John 3:16 

 - invitation to us to respond – John 14:6,         
2 Timothy 2:4-6 

2. Christ is our ….. 

   a) Savior 

 - reconciled us to God – Romans 8:1,  

 2 Corinthians 5:17-21 

 - secured our future – 2 Corinthians 4:16 

 1 Corinthians 15:50-52 



   b) Sanctifier 

  - new people – 1 Peter 2:9-10 

  - indwelling presence of Holy Spirit –     
 John 16:13-14 , Acts 1:8 

   c) Healer 

  - will restore creation Rom. 8:18ff 

  - promised new heaven and earth 

  - Jesus ministry evidenced authority over 
the effects of a fallen world  

   



 - Matthew 4:23-24 “And he went 
throughout all Galilee, teaching in their 
synagogues and proclaiming the gospel of the 
kingdom and healing every disease and every 
affliction among the people. 24 So his fame 
spread throughout all Syria, and they brought 
him all the sick, those afflicted with various 
diseases and pains, those oppressed by demons, 
epileptics, and paralytics, and he healed them” 



   - provision is available for our 

  - physical needs 

  - emotional and relational needs 

  - spiritual needs 

3. Our Posture and Requests 

 - not my will – yours be done 

 - believe that he is able 

 - willing to allow His process and timing 



   - James 5:13-16 “ Is anyone among you 
suffering? Let him pray. Is anyone cheerful? Let 
him sing praise. 14 Is anyone among you sick? 
Let him call for the elders of the church, and let 
them pray over him, anointing him with oil in 
the name of the Lord. 15 And the prayer of faith 
will save the one who is sick, and the Lord will 
raise him up. And if he has committed sins, he 
will be forgiven. 16 Therefore, confess your sins 
to one another and pray for one another, that 
you may be healed. The prayer of a righteous 
person has great power as it is working” 



   - action steps 

 a) pray – discern  

  - confess sin, align belief with truth 

 b) Invite – elders to anoint and pray 

  - obedience, invitation to others to discern 

 c) Trust – that God hears and responds 

  - results and process are his to dispense 

 d) Pray for Each Other – powerful and 
effective, commanded and invited
